Special Appeal for Cephas Yandila, Zambia, Africa.
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  Kazungula Christian Academy is a school being established by Professor Cephas Yandila in the country of Zambia near the location of Victoria Falls.  Cephas and his family attended Bethany EFC in Madison some 30 years ago when he was a graduate student at UW.  He has been a professor of science education at the U of Botswana until recently.  Several things have converged.  His professorship was not renewed (we think because he is originally Zambian).  So he has been freed up to pursue a vision to start a Christian Academy in Zambia.  The government has granted him free land, and he has had a former president, Kenneth Kaunda, become the patron of this project. The EFCA mission, Reach Global is aware and supportive of this effort.

I have attached a recent prayer letter on this effort.


This change in employment has created a short term financial need for the Yandilas.  We are taking a collection at Bethany between now and November 16.  We would like to send a Love Gift at that time to help with this need. Below is Cephas’ most recent email:

 Dear Pastor Carlson,

I know this is a very important day in the life of the entire USA-presidential election day. May the LORD get His chosen man to become the next US president.

 

Our situation is worse than we had informed you. By God's grace I received equivalent of P13000($1,300 USD) which I paid for the month of October on our mortgage. The bank manager told me that they were to hand me to lawyers on November 4, 2008 in order to repossess the property. But the fact that I was able to resume paying from October, I doubt whether they will do so. They may do so if I do not pay the same amount at the end of November and continue in the months that follow. I informed the bank that I had decided to dispose one property in Zambia and use its proceeds to clear my mortgage in Gaborone. The manager did not seem to take it seriously. I am certain that … foreigners are being unfairly treated these days. But the LORD has revealed to me that the property  will not be taken from us at this time. But how it will be kept into our hands as His stewards is not yet clear. Haman is working very hard to get Mordicai destroyed. I had hoped that your assistance to pay for two to three months would give me time to be able to dispose the property in Zambia by January next year.

 

If we are forced out of the Gaborone property before we raise money from the sale of the house in Zambia, we shall have no place to stay until we finally leave Gaborone for Kazungula next year December. I do not know how such a move may have an impact on the process of getting funds for the construction of KCA. So far in all our correspondences we have used the Gaborone address.

 

Please let me know this week what assistance you can give me. I may have to travel to Zambia this week to advertise and meet potential buyers of our property there. Once I sale the property in Zambia our crisis will cease because we shall clear our mortgage in Gaborone
